This is Continuum’s 20™ season.
Officially, anyway. As | admitted in a
newsletter last year, the 20" anniversary
of our first concert was actually June 21,
2005 — last season — but it came so late in
the season that it made more sense to
slip the accounting and celebrate the
event in the current season, all season.

We are celebrating by doing what
Continuum has always done — probing
new aesthetics, linking ideas and
presenting electrifying performances by
Continuum’s crack ensemble. And to
underscore the sense of ongoing
exploration we have brought on two guest
curators. Juliet Palmer and James Rolfe,
both composers of vision and broad
experience, have programmed an
insightful series. It is uncommon for a
group to bring in guest programmers; their
curatorial voices in this milestone season
will add an intriguing element not only to
our anniversary but to Toronto’s 2005-06
new music scene.

Continuum has grown from being a
collective of young musicians and
composers, to an organization with
national, and increasingly international,
reach and impact.

Survival for 20 years is already an
accomplishment — the tangible
contributions we have made to the
development of new music in Canada call
for celebration.
